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"Melodies" es una idea artistica que se hizo realidad simplemente por el deseo de
experimentar la belleza del repertorio musical ruso. Entre los contenidos del proyecto
se pueden encontrar los grandes ejemplos de la Sonata de Glinka y la Suite "Romeo y
Julieta" de Prokofiev, que fue arreglada para viola y piano con la ayuda del virtuoso ruso
de la viola Vadim Borissovsky. Ademds, también estin presentes piezas y arreglos,

raramente interpretados de Balakirev, Mussorgsky, Glazunov y Tchaikovsky.

“Melodies” is an artistic idea that simply became reality out of desire to experience the
beauty of the Russian music repertoire. Among the contents of the project one could
find the great examples of the Sonata by Glinka and the Suite “Romeo and Juliet” by
Prokofiev, which was arranged for viola and piano with the help of the Russian viola
virtuoso Vadim Borissovsky. Moreover, present are also rarely played pieces and

arrangements by Balakirev, Mussorgsky, Glazunov and Tchaikovsky.






LUDMIL ANGELOY; piano

Nacido en Varna, Bulgaria, Ludmil Angelov se gradué en la Academia Estatal de Misica Pancho
Vladigerov en Soffa. Sus maestros fueron Viktoria Spassova, Ludmila Stoyanova y el fenomenal pianista
y pedagogo Konstantin Stankovich, ex-asistente de Pancho Vladigerov en sus clases de piano. Gané
premios y diplomas en concursos internacionales, incluyendo Senigallia (Italia, 1976), Fryderyk
Chopin (Polonia, 1985), Palm Beach International Competition (EE.UU,, 1990), Piano Masters
(Monte Carlo, 1994) y World Piano Masters Tour (Francia, 1997).

Ludmil Angelov ha actuado en las principales salas de conciertos, como la Philharmonie de Berlin,
Musikverein y Staatsoper de Viena, Concertgebouw de Amsterdam, Pleyel y Gaveau de Pards, Teatro
alla Scala de Mildn, Lincoln Centre de Nueva York, Alte Oper de Frankfurt, Herkulessaal de Munich,
KKL de Lucerna, Opera de Zurich, Salle Garnier de Montecarlo, Palais des Beaux-Arts de Bruselas,
Brucknerhaus en Linz, Auditorio Nacional en Madrid, Auditori en Barcelona, Palau de la Musica en
Valencia, las salas de conciertos de los Conservatorios de Mosctt y Mildn, la Sala Filarménica Nacional

yla Opcra Nacional de Polonia en Varsovia, KBS Hall en Setil entre muchos otros.

La musica de Chopin ha sido una constante en su carrera interpretativa. Durante la temporada 1987-88
interpretd las obras completas para piano de Chopin en un ciclo de doce recitales, un evento tnico por
el que recibié el premio de "Joven Misico del Afio en Bulgaria”. También ha participado en algunos de
los festivales de Chopin mds importantes de Europa, incluido el Festival "Chopin and his Europe" en
Varsovia.

Imparte clases magistrales en todo el mundo y ha sido miembro del jurado en muchos concursos
internacionales, incluido el Concurso F. Chopin en Varsovia (2010, 2015 y 2021). En noviembre de
2011 fue galardonado con la medalla Gloria Artis por ¢l Ministerio de Cultura de Polonia por su

contribucién a la promocién internacional de la musica polaca.

Es miembro de la Real Academia de Bellas Artes de Toledo, Espafia, donde dirigié el Festival
Internacional de Musica de Toledo durante 21 afios. También es el fundador de los festivales Piano

Extravaganza y Cameralia en Soffa.

LUDMIL ANGELOY; piano

Born in Varna, Bulgaria, Ludmil Angelov graduated at the Pancho Vladigerov State Music Academy in
Sofia. His teachers were Viktoria Spassova, Ludmila Stoyanova and the phenomenal pianist and
pedagogue Konstantin Stankovich, former assistant of Pancho Vladigerov in his piano classes. He won
prizes and diplomas at international competitions, including the Senigallia (Italy, 1976), Fryderyk
Chopin (Poland, 1985), Palm Beach International Competition (USA, 1990), Piano Masters (Monte
Carlo, 1994) and World Piano Masters Tour (France, 1997).



Ludmil Angelov has performed at major concert halls, such as the Philharmonie in Berlin, Musikverein

and Staatsoper in Vienna, Concertgebouw in Amsterdam, Pleyel and Gaveau in Paris, Teatro alla Scala

in Milan, Lincoln Centre in New York, Alte Oper in Frankfurt, Herkulessaal in Munich, KKL in
Lucerne, Ziirich Opera, Salle Garnier in Monte-Carlo, Palais des Beaux-Arts in Brussels, Brucknerhaus
in Linz, Auditorio Nacional in Madrid, Auditori in Barcelona, Palau de la Musica in Valencia, the
concert halls of the Moscow and Milan Conservatories, the National Philharmonic Hall and Polish

National Opera in Warsaw, KBS Hall in Seoul amongst many others.






The music of Chopin has been a constant of his performing career. During the 1987-88 season he
performed the complete solo-piano works by Chopin in a cycle of twelve recitals, a unique event for
which he received the prize of “Young Musician of the Year in Bulgaria. He has also participated in some
of the most significant Chopin festivals in Europe, including “Chopin and his Europe” Festival in
Warsaw. In 1999 he presented, in a cycle of recitals, the complete works of Chopin in Madrid and other
cities of Spain; ten years later, in the 2009-10 season he again performed the complete Chopin in Spain
and Bulgaria. In 2000 his recording of Chopin’s Rondos and Variations was awarded a Grand Prix du
Disque Chopin by the NIFC in Warsaw.

The labels for which Ludmil Angelov has recorded include RCA, Danacord, Gega New, Pentatone,
Non Profit Music, Toccata Classics, Hyperion, Vela Records and Virginia Records. In June 2015 he
recorded with BBC Scottish Symphony Orchestra the world-premiere recording of the recently
discovered early Piano Concerto of Moritz Moszkowski, Op. 3, for Hyperion.

Ludmil Angelov teaches at New Bulgarian University in Sofia, where he is a Honorary Professor since
2013. He gives masterclasses all over the world and has served as a Jury member at many International
Competitions, including F. Chopin Competition in Warsaw (2010, 2015 & 2021). In November 2011
he was awarded the Gloria Artis medal by the Polish Ministry of Culture for his contribution to the

international promotion of Polish music.

He is a member of the Royal Academy of Fine Arts of Toledo, Spain, where he directed Toledo
International Music Festival for 21 years. He is also the founder of the festivals Piano Extravaganza and

Cameralia in Sofia.

Equally popular as a soloist, recitalist, and chamber
musician, he has performed in important venues worldwide such as Berliner Filharmoniker Hall,
Carnegie Hall (New York), Wigmore Hall (London), Walt Disney Hall (Los Angeles), Pallacio de
Bellas Artes (Mexico City), Mozarteum (Salzburg), Chicago Symphony Center, and Bulgaria Hall to
name a few. His festival appearances include Kuhmo, Ravinia, Red Sea Festival (Isracl), Athens, St.
