Su visita esta también
justificada en la integracion de practicas compositivas e interpretativas, otro eje vertebrador de las propuestas
seleccionadas en un afio en el que es imposible obviar la idea de frontera. Dentro de este Ultimo argumento
Around the Sound estrenardn el concierto performativo “...y el ruido en silencio se volvié”, compuesto y dirigido
por Joan Castelld, que estara acompaiiado por Daniel Oyarzabal, Delia Aglndez e Ivan Valdés, quienes también
han aceptado gustosamente el reto de acercarse al universo de Fluxus. La primera semana de conciertos y
actividades educativas concluira con la visita de la trompetista alemana Birgit Ulher, cuyo concierto “Matter
Matters” también invitard a los asistentes a focalizar la escucha en objetos sonoros y transistores de radio.

La segunda semana se iniciard con la presentacion de “Pausa”, de Barbara Held. Nuevamente se difuminaran
los conceptos de composicion e interpretacion en un trabajo en el que la compositora, improvisadora y artista
sonora congelara tonos de flauta en cada uno de los cuatro altavoces necesarios para su presentacion: el sonido
suspendido. Por ultimo, Pelayo Fernandez Arrizabalaga presentara una composicion electronica en tiempo real
inspirada en desiertos europeos no geograficos, esto es, lugares que tuvieron enorme actividad y vida en el pasado.

The programme of the 23“ edition of Museo Vostell Malpartida’s Ciclo de Musica Contempordnea focuses on the
inspiring associations connecting the different areas of sound and music that are committed to innovation and risk.

The event will kick off with Portuguese artists Margarida Garcia and Manuel Mota, two big names of the Lusitanian
experimental music scene that have worked and performed together for over a decade now. The invitation is also
vindicated to the combination of compositional and performative practices, which is one of the themes of the event
in a year when the idea of frontier should not be ignored. It is within this framework where the performative concert
“..y el ruido en silencio se volvio” will be premiered by Around the Sound. It has been composed and directed by
Joan Castello, who will be joined by Daniel Oyarzabal, Delia Agtindez and Ivdn Valdés, who are also delighted to
accept the challenge of approaching the Fluxus constellation. The first week of concerts and educational activities
will bring to a close with the visit of German trumpeter Birgit Ulher. Her concert “Matter Matters” will also focus
on the immediacy of sound objects and transistor radios.

The second week will start with the presentation of “Pausa’, by Barbara Held, where the concepts of composition and
interpretation are also blurred because the composer, improviser and sound artist will “pause” or hold flute sounds in
four loudspeakers: suspended sound. Last but not least, Pelayo Ferndndez Arrizabalaga will perform live an electronic
composition inspired in European deserts, that is to say, places that had significant activity and life in the past.
